
             This asfternoon I had the pleasure of sitting 
down with Associate Western Region Director Don 
Chilcote to discuss his job, the OA and Scouting in 
general. 
             Mr. Chilcote says his job involves planning 
“program features” such as jamborees, section and 
national OA matters (which might explain his 
presence at Conclave) and meeting planning.  He tells 
me that he enjoys the opportunity to go to World 
Jamborees, working with the youth in the OA, and to 
be able to do some non-administrative duties.  He 
highly recomends professional scouting as a career. 
             On the OA he recommends that officers 
thouroughly know thier jobs before jumping into 
them.  He asks the youth to make proper use of thier 
advisors.  They are, after all, there to help.          
 
             He also asks that the relationship between the 
OA lodge and its respective council, the chapter and 
its district, et cetera, needs to be friendly, never 
adversarial.  He Suggests that individual Arrowmen 
should have an idea of specifically how they will give 
their cheerful service.  He hopes that people, when 
elected to the OA will not become complacent, 
feeling that they have "arrived."  He'd like to see 
people continue to prove that they are worthy to wear 
the sash. 
             He had positive things to say about this 
weekend's Conclave.  He noted that it had all the 
elements of a good Conclave, and that people were 
participating well. 
             On Scouting, he told me that one of the best 
areas in which to be a Boy Scout is right here in the 
Pacific Northwest.  He attributes this to a beautiful 
and varied physical landscape, and, yes the climate.

Lodge Histories 

T’Kope Kwiskwis 
              
             T’Kope Kwiskwis means Silver Marmont in 
Chinook, and is the lodge totem.  They held their first 
Ordeal on February 16, 1954 at Camp Long - their first 
day as a lodge 
             T’Kope built a Longhouse to use for their 
ceremonial area in the late ‘50’s and early ‘60’s. 
             In 1975, Mox Kar-Po Lodge #530 of the Olympic 
Area Council merged with Chief Seattle Council and 
T’Kope Kwiskwis Lodge. 
             Quilshan, now part of Sikhs Mox Lamonti, put 
on T’Kope’s first Ordeal, as well as their first Vigil 
Weekend (the latter was on October 5, 1957 at Camp 
Shepard). 

Nanuk 
 

             Nanuk Lodge #355 was formed on March 20, 
1947.  The name means Polar Bear in the Eskimo 
Language, thus their lodge totem is the Polar Bear. 
             Nanuk is located in the Western Alaska Council 
with Offices stationed in Anchorage. 

Toontuk 
 

             Toontuk Lodge was formed on March 14, 1961.  
The lodge uses an Elk as its totem. 
             Toontuk Lodge is in the Midnight Sun Council in 
Fairbanks, Alaska. 

Kootz 
 
            Kootz Lodge #523 was formed on March 22, 
1957.  The name is that of a local Native American 
tribe that was located near the junction of the Pelby 
and Lewis Rivers. 
            Kootz Lodge is in the Southeast Alaska Council 
with offices in Juneau.
